Meeting opened with a prayer service for the people of Haiti led by Sr. Catherine.

Minutes of the December meeting were approved.

Reports:  


•  JustFaith -  December fellowship dinner attended by about 60 people.  Recycling results not available for December but more volunteers are needed if the program is to be viable.  


•  Parish Relief Fund received $560 and disbursed $980.  Special collections have ended so the PRF will likely grow in the coming months.  Equal Exchange sales totaled $1124.60 in December and next sale will be the first weekend of February.  Parish Nurses are making good progress planning the Women’s Day of Prayer on Feb. 14.
Old Business:


•  Discussed the Pastoral Plan and CSC strategic plan.  Information from Fr. Dick and the Pastoral Council indicates that the CSC was already doing a great deal so parishioners didn’t have a lot to say about it in the recent survey of what they would like to see happen in the parish.  It appears parishioners are satisfied with CSC goals and accomplishments.  Karen is continuing to update CSC accomplishments and the commission will monitor the strategic plan.  Karen continues to work on a CSC newsletter.  


•   Discussed the time and talent survey results.  The CSC is not aware that any parishioners volunteered to help with JustFaith projects.  Bill will take suggestions to the Pastoral Council regarding changing the scheduling and frequency of the parish time and talent survey. 


•  Discussed establishing a parish social action e-mail system.  The concept is for a volunteer to e-mail action alerts about social justice issues from several organizations (USCCB, Catholic Relief Services, etc.) to parishioners who sign up and give their e-mail address.  Bill will take the proposal to the Pastoral Council.  


•  Discussed participation of St. Jude Conference of St. Martin de Porres in the Ministry Fair this coming weekend to seek volunteers for home visits to the poor.  Dick indicated they are interested in participating and will let them know more about how to prepare.  

New Business:  


•  Ministry Fair – Karen and Carole Ann volunteered to set up displays for the CSC and JustFaith on Saturday.  Karen will be at the tables after Saturday Mass, Clarks after 8:30 Mass and Sr. Catherine after 11 am Mass.
