Meeting opened with a prayer lead by Carole Ann Clark.

Minutes of the February meeting were approved.

Reports:

•  Parish Nurses – A poster was developed with pictures of the Women’s Day of Prayer.  The event was well received by all.  Parish Nurses will present a program featuring an Alzheimer’s support group and Five Wishes, a type of living will.  The Five Wishes will be explained step by step.

•  Parish Relief Fund received $1213 in February and disbursed $710.    


• Equal Exchange Coffee sales totaled $302 first Sunday in March.  Will be sold again March 27 at the fellowship dinner and March 28 at a bake sale.  Fund has $1134.  The CSC approved sending $700 to the Dominican hostel in Pakistan. 


•  JustFaith – Recycling totaled 1440 pounds in March; February receipts were $42.21; Averaging about $25.00 per month.  Including takeouts, 124 meals were served at the February Fellowship Dinner. No change in the Stitch Niche numbers.

Old Business:


•  Christian Service Strategic Plan – Karen completed the draft update of the 2009 CSC plan with progress noted for each goal.  CSC members will review and discuss next meeting.  Final document will be posted on the Parish web site.  


•  Parish Social Action e-mail system.  The proposed bulletin insert might be distributed this weekend.  An announcement that can be used at Mass will be written.


•Bread for the World offering of letters – We are tentatively looking at early June for the parish offering of letters.


•Affirming the Culture of Life conference in Billings – Terri is attending and will share her experience with the CSC.


•Montana Abolition Coalition at Holy Spirit March 27 – Parishioners are encouraged to attend.  Notice sent to CSC members and JustFaith grads.

New Business:

•  Montana Abolition Coalition Annual Meeting, April 10.  O’Connells and Clarks will attend.  Cullitons are considering.  


• Thieltges Ministry Grant – The CSC recommends the parish sponsor a parishioner to attend the Social Action Summer Institute in San Jose in August 2010.  An application will be submitted to the Diocese to cover $500 of the cost.  The balance of the cost, including travel, will be sought from the parish.  CSC members and JustFaith graduates have been asked if they have an interest in attending.  The grant application must be submitted to the Diocese by April 1. 


•  CSC budget – Parish budget documents were discussed.  It appears the CSC received nothing in several budget categories for which funds were requested (travel, continuing education).  JustFaith projects (recycling and fellowship dinners) are being tracked separately.  There is much confusion among CSC members regarding the budget documents.  


•  Bulletin Board –  Discussed having a much bigger bulletin board for the parish; the current board would be just right for CSC items alone.  The item will be discussed again.
