· Rice Bowl collected $2946.25 from Holy Spirit and $855.11 from Holy Spirit School.  1/4th will be distributed locally.  It was decided that the $756.56 will go to Opening Doors and Meals on Wheels.

· Just Faith: Fellowship dinners had attendance of Jan. 125, Feb 133 and March 150.  As of Feb they had $818 and have been purchasing Bonus Bucks to use when buying supplies.   They are looking for a facilitator for the meals.  Stitch Nitch has distributed pillowcases, scarves, 48 hats and 40 slippers.  Next year will go to Mountain View School.  Currant Just Faith will have a retreat this weekend, past graduates will be invited to the dinner.  Cindy will remind Pete of the Fellowship dinner, they may want to attend it.  They will decide whether to have a new action plan or join one already in action.  Just Faith will have a meeting on recruiting next fall.  Recycling had 940# in April and 740# in the bins.  They received $25 from Pacific.

· Strategic Plan was received via e-mail we will look it over and evaluate it as a group next month.
· Social action e-mail was discussed especially a system of communication, voluntary e-mail list to get parishioners informed and active in social issues.  Dick and Jerry will prepare something to present to the CSC.
