Meeting opened with a pray led by Trece Griffith.

Minutes of the January meeting were approved.

Reports:  


•  JustFaith –  January fellowship dinner served 120+ meals to parishioners, including bus riders.  The next dinner is scheduled for February 27.  Recycling totaled 1800 lbs of newspaper and 20+ lbs aluminum.  One family has volunteered to help during the summer but more help is badly needed, particularly people willing to use their trucks to haul materials to Pacific Recycling.  


• Parish Relief Fund received $1452 and disbursed $1067.  Equal Exchange sales totaled $575.75.  Thirty six women attended the Women’s Day of Prayer on Feb. 14, sponsored by the Parish Nurses; the Beatitudes theme for the day created a prayerful, spiritual experience for those attending.  

Old Business:


• Discussed the Christian Service Commission Strategic Plan/CSC accomplishment and objectives.  Cindy will update the 2010 plan as soon as Karen updates the list of CSC accomplishments.  The 2010 plan will then be submitted to replace the current version on the Holy Spirit website.   Karen is also working on a CSC newsletter that might be printed as a flyer, bulletin or website item.


• Discussed the proposed Parish Social Action e-mail system.   Bill presented the concept for this system to the Pastoral Council; the PC approved the concept for implementation.  The group approved a new bulletin insert to invite parishioners to participate.  Sr. Catherine will reserve a weekend for the insert and Jerry will contact Fr. Dick about mentioning it after Mass that weekend.


• Bill also let the Pastoral Council know the CSC would like feedback on time and talent surveys soon after they are submitted by parishioners.  There were no volunteers for CSC issues to report.  Karen has names of some parishioners interested in JustFaith from the stewardship fair. 
New Business:


• CSC members volunteered to set up and clean up at soup and bread Wed. March3.


• Discussed the Catholic Mobilizing Network Workshop March 27 at Holy Spirit.  This event is for leaders, coordinator and staff of parishes and groups willing to work for abolishing the death penalty.  The CSC strongly endorses the goals of the workshop.  CSC members are invited to attend; JustFaith graduates will be notified as well.


• Discussed the Crop Walk and decided CSC will not sponsor the program this year.


• CSC will sponsor Bread for the World’s 2010 Offering of Letters.  John will lead. 

• Discussed Culture of Life conference in Billings March 19-20.  Parishioners will be given information on the conference via a church bulletin. 


• Discussed a “Lenten Carbon Fast 2010” Lenten calendar that has something parishioners can do every day to reduce their carbon footprint.  CSC would like to see this as a bulletin insert soon.
