· City County Health Dept: the city is not increasing their budget this year.

New Business:

· Sr. Catherine and Dick attended a meeting of city wide for church staff, agencies etc. in regard to outreach to the poor.   St Jude, associated with St Martin De Porres, does home visits.  This ministry needs 8-10 committed people, funding, involves 1 meeting a week and 1 day per week to answer the phone.  Dick stressed that it is important to remember that it is a messenger and not a solution.  We will look into joining St Jude and is this is something we want to pursue.  Dick and Annette will contact St Martin to get information etc.
