Liturgical Tidbits: Frequent Communion:  Today nearly everyone at Mass receives Holy Communion. Did you know that this was not always the case? In the beginning everyone present at the Eucharist received Holy Communion but this situation did not last. For a variety of reasons people began to receive Communion less frequently until, at many Masses, only the priest received Communion. The Church tried to reverse this trend by laws. Thus in 1215 it was the law to receive Communion at least once a year at Easter. 

It was Pope Pius X who strongly encouraged frequent Communion in 1905. In 1910 he lowered the age for first reception of Holy Communion. In 1953 and 1964 the laws requiring fasting from midnight were relaxed. In 1973 permission was given to receive Communion even more than once a day if a person participated in two Masses for different occasions. 

Perhaps it is important to remember that the purpose of the Eucharist is not to change the way we worship so much as to change the people who worship. We who gather at the table of the Lord are called to eat and drink the Lord’s Body and Blood so that we might be transformed into Christ.
